How do I request copies of a Form W-2 from previous years?

It depends on the reason you need them.  We provide free copies if you need them for a Social Security-related reason, but there is a fee if you need them for reasons not related to Social Security.

If you need a W-2 copy because you have a question about earnings posted to your Social Security record, for example, we will provide free copies.  But, if you need them for Federal tax purposes, we will charge $38 for each year.  

If certification is required, please include a statement requesting certification and add an additional $32 to cover the cost of certification.

Meanwhile, IRS will provide the same W-2s free if you request them for a tax-related purposes, if the request is within the past 6 years.
